FERTILE VALLEY OF WERT
MAY REVENT TO A DESERT

BISHOP, Cal., Dee. 23.—Owens
Valley, cradled on the eastern
slops of the high Blerras, once a
fertile, productive reglon whare
caltle roamed s grassy floor and
frults and graina grew in abund-
ance, s threalened with return to
the desert wastes from which
hardy ploneers reclalmed It more
than half & century ago,

Water, the perennial point of
controversy in the West, formerly
flowed through Owens Valley be-
twoeon the banks of the Owen's ri-
ver and {oto canals and ditches dug
by the early settlers to irrigate
the flelds and orchards. Now [t
has been diverted into the Los
Angeles aqueduct to supply Lhe

needs of the city, 225 miles south-
ward,
