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EFFORT TO STABILIZE PRUNE INDUSTRY.

~  The days of unstable prices and ruinous competition in
the Northwest prune industry will soon be at an end if &
compact organization and revised cooperative marketing
methods can bring it sbout. Growers of Oregon and Clark
county, Washington, at their. joint meeting at Dallas last
week, took the first steps toward restoring the industry to
a normal basis by laying ‘the foundation for a merger broad-
er in scope than any heretofore attempted in the North-
west and outlined plans for co-operative marketing on a one
hundred per cent buriness-like system that will excluda the
costly errors of past experiments. It is not improbable that
Idaho growers will also join the merger. A report jssued
by the agricultural agent of that state announced that Tdu-
Ko prine growers this year lost §146,000, and had they pick-
ed all of their erop and ‘shipped it they would have lost a
million dollars, The cause of Tdaho's loss was the same as
Oregon’s and Washington’s—faulty marketing, California,
with & perfect business organization and effective advertis-
ing, marketed a crop larger than that of her northern neigh-
Bors and obtained higher preies. .
. Northwestern growers have realized that their selling
niethods must be improved to compete successfully with the
Californians. Markets must be created by judicious adver-
tising and overheads must be kept to a minimum, They have
wisely called to their aid bankers and commercial organiza-
tions to determine the best methods for assembling, packing
and shipping their product, and with such coopeération of in-
furests there is Little likelihood of failure, And there will
be nid also from the United States sgricultural’ department.

the funnel becomes still more contracted because of this agi-
tation, with the result that only four ounces per capila reach
the cansumer and this four ounces of doubtful quality and at
o high' price, which high price is not reflected back to the
EIOWer,

“To increase the consumption, which is the main ob-
jeetive, we must incrpase thesize of the outlet and when that
is done we will not need so much agitation in the mouth of
the funnel, To accomplish this will require organizoed ofTort.
Every pound of prunes sold should bear its proportion of
the'expense, regardless of How or where the prunes are soid.
