McNutt. Ur. and Mrs. K. n. Stew
art are leaving Itoseburg this eve
ning Tor New York City to sail the
27th of the month for Paris. Dr.
and Mrs. Stewart were chosen by
the national commander as repre
sentatives of the American Legion
In the west to be a member of his
party to attend the dedication of the
American Legion memorial' In Paris,
and tho annual international con
gress st Fiedac, the inter-allie-

federation of World war veterans
at Belgrade.

Dr. and Mrs. Stewart will sail on
the Leviathan with the party con
sisting or Commander and Mrs.
Paul V. McNutt and the repre-
sentatives of the north, south, east
and west and their wives.

Dr. nnd Mrs. Stewart were se-
lected for this honor because of
their activities in the organlza
tlon nnd the trip will open to them
the greatest siuhts and affairs of
Kurope. Receptions, ceremonies
and personal visits with rulers
and dignitaries of Europe will be
their privilege.

Sailing from New York, they will
arrive In Southampton Friday,
August 2, where they will be met
by n courier, who will accompany
them through Hngland. Saturday.
Sunday and Monday, August 3 to
5, will be spent In London, where
they will be shown all of the prin-
cipal sishts of that city and will be
entertained by high officials.

August fi. they will proceed to
Dover and cross to Calais and on
to Paris, where they will remain
four days. A courier will meet
them nt Dover and witl remain
with them during their stay in
France. A full day of sight seeing,
visit to the sumptuous residences,
beautiful gardens, tc, will he ar
ranged, lonetner with official re
ceptions. The greater part of the
time will he given over to the
spectacular ceremonies connected
with tho dedication of the new
American Legion Memorial build
ing, one of the most beautiful
modem structures in the world.

August 12, the party will go to
Brussels, then on to TIip Hague,
the capitol of Holland with sivht
seeing tour conducted by official
couriers In each place.

The parly will then go through
Germany and Alsace Lorraine to
Lucerne, in Switxerland. stopping
at several or the principal scenic
spots in the Alps, and will then
proceed tnio Italy, visiting Milan.
Home. Florence and Venice, heing
given full time for sight scelnc in
all of these places.

Five dnvs will he spent In Be-
lgrade for the annual convention of
the Fiedac and the tour will then
be continued through Budapest.
Vienna, Munich and back to Phi is.

The party Is due to arrive In
New York September un, nt,d w'll
go Immediately to Louisville. Ken-

tucky, for the national convention
of the American Legion.

Those who have been most suc-
cessful In raising perennialB from
seed plained at this time of the
year advise planting them in a
cold frame. If there is one,1 or in
flats, being especially careful to
give them protection and shade till
they are fairly on their way. Some
cover the seed bed Willi burlap,
laying it directly on the ground,
ami some with a lath screen with
criii-k- three qUHrlters ol an inch
wide between the laih. When bur-
lap is used the seeds are watered
through the burlap. The seed bed
must never be allowed to dry out.
When two or three Inches high the
plants are transplanted to another
place giving them more room.
Plants that have heen iranplintedonce before being put In their
permanent place have the best root
systems.

Oriental poppies can ho dug up
and separated at this time of year,
and replanted.

Dahlias are beginning to blos-
som. Those who want large speci-
men flowers instead of many llow-er- s

are picking off nil but the ter-
minal bud from each flower stalk.
Some disbudding in any case im-
proves the display. The finest
duhliss I have ever seen were those
of Mrs. .McNulty of Crescent City.
She gives a dahlia show at Cres-
cent City every year. Her dahlias
seem to be planted about four feet
altart. a thin layer of sand coveringthe ground between them. Kertllia-In-

does not begin till blossom-
ing time w hen she hoes In a cup
full of sheep guano to each plant.

The second crop of Canterbury
,hells is In sight now where the
(loners of the first were picked off
as soon as they withered. Many
perennials and annuals will have a
second ierlod of bloom If they

from going to seed. It is
making seed that takes the
strencth of the plant, and when It
has done that, for some rraon It
seems to think it has fultilled its
mission and rests.
