MAN'S CHANCE FOR

CLOTHES COMFORT

CHICAGO, Aug. 4. The"' moot

question of how mere man can ob-

tain some sort of equality wlib the
opposite sex in Hie matter ot
summer attire, a question that has
brought forth advocates of every-
thing from pajamas, has another
answer. It comes from WaUlemar
Kaempfert, director of the Rohcu-wah- l

industrial museum.
Man's enslavement to fashion,

says Mr. Kuemplert, will tie
broken by paper suits, costing
about $2 apiece and thrown away
alter about two weeks' wear.

"Such a suit unlike a paper, tis
sue towel will ho una t tec ted by
ruin and hold Its shape for at least
two weeks, after which It can bo
thrown away and a new one pur-
chased.

"There is no quest Ion that pres-
ent clothes ate quite niad Hut w
are slaves of convention. Although,
a thousand men marching down
lr work in pujiimas would liberate
us from the present style tyran-
ny, it Is impossible tf find a thou-
sand hucIi men. The paper suit
is our only hope."
