Peroxide of hydrogen ta also
a satlsfoutory agent for controlling
bleeding, and one of the best thlnga
is adrenalin chloride. This la a solu-
tion which Is found tn many houaea
and Is a marked astrtngont.

Keep coot,
no not worry, and doubtless every-
thing will be all right after waiting
a short time.
