Aid to Prunp Growers
(Portland Oregon ian)

First steps to unite
or Oregon, Washington and Idaho
in organizing a central sales agen-
cy lor soft fruits, including prunes,
cherries, apricots and peaches,
with the aid of the federal farm
board, have been taken. The agen-
cy is to be incorporated under
Oregon law, and membership will
be confined to cooperatives under
the Capper-Volstea- furmers' co-

operative act.
This agency should be the means

of ending the troubles of the Ore-
gon prune growers. They are par-
tially organized in several local
cooperatives, but have heep un-

able to bring these together in a
state association or to gain con-
trol of so high a proportion pf the
crop as Is necessary to control the
marketing. Many growers are in
debt .to banks or are tied up with
California packers, who can sell
Oregon primes uinjer a California-label-

Loans from (he farm hoard
up lo 81, per cent of the market
price should free the growers from
their debts and from control by (lie
packers. Then the centra) selling
npency could pack Oregon prunes
and sell them as the product pf
Oregon, gaining the benefit of their
greatly superior quality. The same
benefit would accrue to growers of
cherries, apricots and peaches hi
all three states.

Markets for the great bulk Of
northwestern fruits are (n the east
and in foreign countries. That fact
alone requires that they be market-
ed according to big business me-

thods. The central selling agency
can advertise nationally, can open
new markets, can adjust sales and
prices to market comjitioiis and
call effect economy In distribution-B-

these means millions of people
ip the east and Europe may ac-

quire an appetite for Pacific north-
west fruit apd. knowjug whence if
came. wll ask for ft again.
