Booke Meet With Success

Along wiih his detective yarns,
Ioyle published a series of stories
on the Napoleonic wars entitled
"The Kxploils ot Brigadier Ger-
ard," and one of his early plays
was "The Story of Waterloo," in
which Sir Henry Irving took the
leading role.

When the Boer war began Doyle
put away the pen and took up his
medicine case again, going to
South Africa as chief physician of
the Langman field hospital. He
wrote two books In defense of the
British army that fought the Bo-
ers; one "Tho Great Boer War,"
was a moderate success; the other,
"The War in South Africa: Its
Causes and Conduct," so Impress-
ed authorities that they had it
printed in 12 languages, and dis-
tributed 100,000 copies gratis
among the peoples of Europe.

Defense of His Faith
Between this war and the great

one that was to follow in 1914,
Sir Arthur, as ho had become,
studied spiritualism, but it was
during the emotional years of the
conflict with Germany that he took
to it with all the Intensity of bis
nature. In 1919 he and his wife
announced their faith In the spirit
life. Sir Arthur said he possess-
ed papers which he claimed prov-
ed "the survival of and communion
with the dead beyond the shadow
or doubt." Sometime after be said
he had communicated with his son.
