"To meet the demands of a faai
traveling public, lighter and speed-
ier cars are being manufactured,"!
says the bulletin. "Ten years ago
the trend in automotive construc-
tion was toward weight. Today
lightness is the watchword. The
automobile manufacturer has bene-
fited from the experience of the
airplane builder. The result is
that newer and lighter materials
are being utilized. Aluminum,

duralumin, and other light-
weight alloys have been introduced
o motor car construction via the

airplane.
"A constant effort through re

search and experimentation in be-- j
ing made to Improve the construe--
Hon of automobiles. Hotter meth-
ods of cooling, of Improving the
immiice ul ine undine, muuug
the means or opening and clostim
the valves, obtaining more efficient
carburetion, lubrication, and Igni-
tion are being developed constant-
ly. -

"At the same time important1
steps to enhance the operation
and power of automobiles in prac-
tical every-da- service are being!
taken. Tho problem of automo-
bile fuel is being given increasing:
study. Since cars in dally use
have widely varying service re-

quirements, three distinct types of
gasoline have come into use, the
ordinary or regtilur gasoline, the
high compression gasoline or anti-
knock variety and the aircraft or
high-tes- t type. From these varie-
ties the car owner Is enabled to
select the type best suited to the
particular needs of his car.

"The result of all these improve-
ments in construction and operat-
ing efficiency indicate a more eco-
nomical operating cost per car in
the next ten years. And with per-
fected methpds of production, ii
foreshadows an even lower pur-
chase price for the car buyer."
