AMERICANS EATING
MORE ICE CREAM

Ice cream production continued
to Increase last year and reached
a grand total of 365,448,000 gallons
as compared with 348.046,000 gal-
lons In 1928, according to esti-
mates by ,the bureau of agricul-
tural economics, United States de-

partment of agriculture.
Inasmuch as imports and exports

of ice cream are negligible, all of
the production is assumed to have
been consumed. On this basis, the
consumption per person last year
was 3 gallons. Ten years ago the
per capita consumption was a lit
tie more than 2 gallons.

Greatest Increases in production
last year 6ver the preceding year
were recorded in March. April.
June and September. The estl
mates Include production In whole
sale factories, retail Bhops and
homes.
