They
are really very palatable and most
wholesome besides. They can he
made Into such delicious foods,
Such as:

Prune Conserve
d cupftrls chopped dato prunes.
4 cupfuls
Juice and grated rind of one largo

or two small lemons
1 cupfuls mlless raisins or

chopped seeded ones.
4 cupful chopped walnut meats.

Mix nil ingredients except nuts,
and hriirr slowly to a boil. Holl
rapidly until thick enough. Add
Hie nuts Immodialely when taken
from the stove, pour into jelly
glasses and seal with parafflne.
The nut meats may bo omitted, In
which caso use more raisins.
