NEW YORK, Jan. 7. President

Hoover refutes to believe that
America Ib riding to the poorboune
in the 3,5U0,0ou automobiles hIio
purchased last year.

Speaking by telephone from
Washington last night, he address
ed the national automobile cham-
ber of- commerce as iollows:

"The despondency of some peo-
ple over the future is not borne
out by tho statistical evidence or
prospects in respect to the auto-
mobile industry. 1 am informed by
the department of commerce thai
despite the depression you have
manufactured and sold during the
year 1930 over 3,500,000 new au-
tomobiles.

"This certainly means that we
have been cheerful in the use or
our automobiles; 1 do not assume
they are being used for transpor-
tation to the poorhouse. While I

am aware that many people are us-

ing the old automobile a little low-
er, it is obvious that they are still
using it and that it Is being worn
out. Altogether, the future for l lie
industry does not warrant any des-
pondency."
