ExMrimentH In the past year at
Rockefeller institute and else,
whore have revealed thut several
simple nasal spiuys seem aide to
prevent entry of the paralysis virus
into living hodios. The experi-
ments will he made with theso
sprays.

"Although tho use of vaccines
ami seru." said IJr. Hivers, "ut
present ol'fei'B little of vuluo In tho
prevention and treutment of polio-
myelitis, tho results of work with
agents of unother nature seem to
present hope that a method of con-

trolling tlie diseuso eventually
may ho evolved.

"it la now hctioved that tho
virus of poliomyelitis enters tho
bruin from the nasal mucous mem-
branes hy way of the olfactory
nerve. With this Idea In mind, a
number of workers have conduct-
ed experiments with several vir-
uses in more thnn one host in or-
der to ascertain whether the en-
trance of a neurotropic virus into
the centrul nervous system can be
blocked hy tho application of
simple chemical substances to tho
mucous uienihranos of tho nose."

A "neurotropic vlrua" Is one
which uttacks nerve cells. A
"host" Is tho animul roceivlug a
virus Inoculation.
