deliveries.

Oregon Eggs In Demand
"The fact that dressed birds en

tered by OreKon growers In lead-

ing poultry shows throughout the
United Stnttis have consistently
won top honors has created a great
demand for eggs from Oregon
flocks," Leedy said.

"There are several large hatch-
eries capable of handling one mil-
lion or'niore eggs per year. In Halt
Lake City there is a hatchery with
Incubator capacity of 320,000 eggs
and another with 210,000. Individ-
ual growers obviously cannot fill
these large orders, but through the
facilities of the Oregon Turkey
Growers It would be possible to
organize and handle pools to sup
ply these large orders.

Details of the plan nro bo ing
considered by the officers of the
cooperative, Leedy said, and will
be acted upon definitely at the
forthcoming meetings.

Hlamtng chick rearing troubles
on the feed Ih a common practice
among poultrymen, for which the
feeil salesmen are considerably to
hlanie themselves, believes II. E.
Cosby, head of tho poultry depart-
ment nt Oregon Stnto college.

Although mixed feeds offered
Oregon farmers are rather rigidly
regulated through date law, so far
as having their contents accurate-
ly stated on labels, rival salesmen
encourage producer suspicion of
competitive feeds, which results In
damage to all concerns sooner or
later, and diverts the attention of
tho producer from the real causes
of his trouble, says Cosby.

Ity such attitudes a producer
loses faith in all brands when. iu
reality, Oregon has an outstanding
list of reputable poultry feeds pre-
pared hy setentific-miiido- men
who stay abreast of nutritional
knowledge." says Cosby. "When
chicks start to die off, the cause Is
most often found elsewhere than
in tho feed being used."

With tho middlo west beset by
dust storms und poor crop returns,
and with Germany spending alt Its
available income for war muni-

tions, these two greatest markets
for Italian prunes furnish a poor
outlook for the future of the prune
industry.

Hut Oregon prune growers can
still save tho day, hut only hy a
cooperative organization that will
embrace at least 80 per cent of the
producers. A good article, wrapped
in attractive containers, with all
small sizes fed to hogs or other
livestock, nnd an intelligent adver-
tising campaign enn make the
American public again familiar
with this, one of the finest tabic
products in America.
