Two cusps of typhoid fever have
recently beon reported in Doug-lu- s

county. Most of tho scatter-
ed cases of typhoid fever can be
charged to the typhoid carrier.
Safe water supplies, sanitary sew-

age disposal, safeguarded milk
supplies and food produced under
hygienic conditions, have reduc-
ed tho danger of contiucllng ty-
phoid fever, but the individual
carrier remains a problem. Kvery
effort Is being mndo to discover
the possible carrier In the pres-
ent situation and Individuals are
being urged to go tji their family
physician lor immunization against
typhoid fever. This Immuniza-
tion lasts about three years. Every
year about 5(,0i0 people in tbo
United States and Canada have ty-

phoid fever; yet 'it is u prevent-
able disease.

'The contents of poorly con-

structed privy vaults and sewers
and human discharges left on the
ground drain into water systems
and may Infect them with typhoid
fever germs. These germs may
bo taken Into the body with drink-
ing water or with water used in
preparing uncooked foods. , . , Ty-
phoid fever germs often get into
mflk through carelessness or lack
ot cleanliness upon the part of
those who handle it. Kliea some-
times Infect It when It is left un-
covered. , . . Use pasteurized milk,
and keep it covered lit a cool place,
lyphum lever germs often enter
tlio intestines with tood, especial-
ly raw fuojjl. Outbreaks have been
traced to oysters fattened in pol-
luted streams, or Horn

Two hundred and sixty-fou- r vac-
cinations against smallpox and 406
toxoid injections tor the preven-
tion of diphtheria were given.
Five hundred jiwl ninety Schick
tests were given in order to de-
termine whether the individuals
were immune to diphtheria.

For the six months !)! tubercu-
lin tests were given and 10U posi-
tive reactors found. L'lghty-thre- e

Were taken in following up
positive reactors. In Iho inter-
est of tuberculosis control nurses
have made 3(6 field nursing visits
during this period.

Seventy-on- e w a t e r samples
were taken and analyzed, live
diphtheria cultures taken, 2U5
tests for syphilis, 3 tests lor gon-
orrhea, and 9(i for tuberculosis.
Threo hundred and two treat-
ments for venereal disease were
given to those who are not able
to go to their own physician and
210 calls were made in the Inter-
est of control of communicable dis-
eases.
