Government Will Set Out
More Trees in Spite of

Opponent's Jeers.

WASHINGTON. For four years
the hooters including many con
gressmenhave been trying to kill
that shelterbelt Idea in the west-
ern plains country.

But there stand tho shelterbelts
trees swaying serene

ly in (he prairio winds. Trees have
been placed on i:t.()00 farms, in
strips 115 feet wide. The total
length of these strips is 7,000 miles

In a north-sout- zono 100 miles
wide.

And now tho government has an
nounced it plans to plant trees this
year in C.0O0 more miles of strips.

Trees But No Forest
You don't hear so much hooting

these days perhaps beeau.se the
government going in for u
much publicity. Most of the jeers
came from people who thought
there was going to bo a solid,

forest stretching from
Canada to Texas. Because of that
misconception, the forest service
had to do a lot of explaining.

It explained that shelterbelts
aro really short strips of trees and
shrubs uKually planted 10 rows
wide. I'loni a quarter to throe- -

quarters of a m Ho long, they run
aiong tun suie or a farm from
which the most damaging winds
blow. Tho purpose is to deflect the
wind so It won't blow the soil
away, to lesr.en extremes of tem
perature, and to save moisture.

file fact Is, the forest service
pointed out, that prairio farmers
for generations havo been doing
Haphazard snellorbeltlng on their
own.

Farmers Must Help
Now the forest service supplies

Hie trees from its own or leased
nurseries. The government, using
relief labor, plants Hie trees. The
tanners and the communities 'in
the sheUerbelt zone supply the
land and cultivate thn trees.

On a typical farm, there
will bo about. S.000 treeR, occupy-
ing about 10J acres. Trees huve
Leon planted in North and South
Dakota, Nebraska, Kansas, Okla-
homa nnd Texas.
