eral thousand former sailors, cor
responding to the army's new en-- i
listed reserve.

It will be composed of men who
have Just completed a term oi ac-

tive duty or have been out of the
navy less than four years.

The force will be available to

complete the crewa of warships
quickly In event of war. Most war-

ships operate in peacetimp with
only about 80 per cent of full com-

plements.
