ROME. Dec. 13. (AP) Diplo
matic circles said tonight they had
learned lie new Russian ambassa-
dor to Italy. Nicola! (Jorelchin, left
Koine suddenly yesterday for Mos
cow without presenting his creden
tials.

The Russian ambassador had
been in Rome only 15 days.

Soviet embassy attaches dis
claimed all knowledge of a reason
for the sudden recall or why Jio

might return.
Since the start of tho Russian

Finnish war there have been a
series of demonstrations by fas-

cists, mainly students, ngainst Rus-
sia and in favor of Finland.

On Dec. 2, less than a week art-;e- r

Gorelchin arrived, 3,000 uni-
formed fascists stood outside the
Russian embassy and Jeered.

(Recently reports from Finland
said Iinly had shipped 30 airplanes
to Finland.)

Despite the demonstrations there
have been no official indications
that relations between Russia and
Italy were strained, that the am-
bassador had hoen snubbed or that
Italy was directly aiding the
Finns.

Finnish sources said last week
that thousands of Italians had

to fight for Finland.
The volunteers were told their

services would be accepted If
they could find ways of reaching
F'.ni(;:.d.

Authoritative sources said that
Italy, however, probably would
not grant passports to such vol
unteers iti view of the critical Fu- -

ropean situation and Italy's neu -

traiity stand.

Japan Plans Trade

Pact With Soviet

Spokesman Cites Necessity Of
Turning Elsewhere if U. S.
Refuses to Renew Treaty.

TOKYO, Dec. 13. (AP) Yakl-- ;

chiro Sumn, Japanese foreign of-

fice spokesman, confirmed today
Japan would open negollatlons
with soviet Russia January 10 look-

ing toward a trade treaty, but said
hopes still were held for a new
'trenly with the United States.

The present pact has been de-
nounced by the United States, ef-

fective January 20.
Sumn admitted the Russian mar-

ket "presently" as insufficient to
replace that of America, but said,
"if she cannot buy from one coun-

try, Japan should turn to another."
Ho contended of

a treaty with the United States
would be "harmful botli to Japan
and tho United States, materially
and psychologically."

For example, ho said, "seventy-eigh- t

per cent of California's whole
trade is concerned with Japan.

"Likewise, it would result in the
first relationship be-
tween the two nations since
Perry."

(The American Commodore Mat
thew C. Perry brought about the
first trenty between the United
States and Japan in 1854.)

Sumn declined to sav whether he
menus Jannn would restrict trad"
with tho United States, or whether
increased tension with the far east
would result.
