The marvelous lasso birds made
their nests In the blossoms, or
tubs, of the tub trees, and on moon-
light nighls could be beard yodel-
ling "South of the Border" in a
way to bring teara to the eyea of
the most callous person. The lasso
bird can sing, whistle, yodel and
yell and hi imltatteas ot a colored
person at a revival meeting sur-
passed anything ot the sort I have
ever heard. The tail of the lasso
bird la long, ropy and prehensile.
It is used to lasso small animals
and evea birds. These birds throw
their tails with mere accuracy than
a top hand cowboy does a rope.
Once in its tolls, a small animal is
doomed. (

We used to shoot them for their
.tails, which made very good halter
ropes aud clothe lines. Another
remarkable thing about these bird
Is the fact that there is an eye at
the end of the tall that enables
them to see directions at
