WASHINGTON. (AP) Ore

The bureau of mines, in mak-

ing public a report compiled by
Its San Francisco office, said the
state's total production was
worth $.1,094,018 during last year.
Gold production totaled 112,700
fine ounces, silver 178,000 fine
ounces, copper 180,000 pounds
and lead 52,000 pounds.

The production in 1!)3!) was
!)3,372 ounces of gold, 105,388
ounces of silver, 90,000 pounds of
copper and 30,000 pounds of lead,
all worth S.l,3r(l,!):i0.

The gold produced In 1!M0 was
worth $3,941,500; silver $120,578,
copper $20,340 and lead $2,r,00.

The bureau said the major out-

puts were recorded for liakor,
Grants, Josephine and Jackson
counties. The copper and lead,
the report continued, were pro-
duced as by products of concen-
trates smelted principally for
gold.

At Portland, Ore, Hie state de-

partment of geology and miner-
al industries reported that quick-
silver production added another
$1,700,000 to the metallic produc-
tion of Oregon in 1940.

Production of min-
erals last year totaled appioxi-
mately $5,500,000, (he department
continued, Increasing Oregon's
overall figure to $11,291,018.

In the year 1 SIX), when the seal
of government was transferred
from Philadelphia to Washing
ton, a weekly newspaper publish-- j

ed at the latter place recorded'
the fact that "the whole force of
office clerks, totaling 54 persons,
and all of Hie books and papers
of the government, In seven
small mid five large boxes, were
transported from Philadelphia."

During the past ten years, the
number of people on the payroll
of the executive departments of
the government has been doubl-

ed and now stands at more than
a million. How many freight
trains of 100 cars each would be

required to transport the records
of the federal government lo
some new location, like Tupeka,
Kansas, for example, nobody
knows!
