supreme court bench of Justice

James C. McRoynolds gave a

peculiar emphasis to the words

of an editorial page columnist of

the Portland Oregonian who

wrote In his column yesterday:
"Roosevelt's second term was

spottier and less brilliant. It was

devoted partly to restoring, im-

proving, extending and bul-

warking the accomplishments
of his first term.

"The greatest achievement of

his second term was the razing
of the Judicial barrier to the

use of the constitution for the
constructive purposes for which
It was intended.

"Roosevelt made many tactical
mistakes In his attack on the
courts. Not the least was to

wait four years before taking
the offensive. Like the British,
historically (and we hope his-

tory will repeat itself), Roose-

velt, In his conflict with the su-

preme court, lost every battle

except the last one. The Judicial
obstacles to the expression of
the democratic will have been
levelled and the constitution
has been restored to Its earlier
magnificent potentialities."

Even conditioned as we are lo
all sorts of wondrous great think-

ing, the theory advanced by the

Oregonian columnist quoted
above Is startling. We learn
that there has been a Judicial ob-

stacle to the expression of the
democratic will (we assume the
term "democratic" docs NOT
refer to the political party 1. We

learn that since the supreme
court has been '"levelled" every-

thing Is going to be Just dandy.
Phew! What a long way we

have come from the successful
form of government created and
established by the frnmcrs of
the constitution.

Note, please, what the column-

ist of a great daily newspaper
Implies to he good, line, wonder-

ful and a step ot progress:
1. The supreme court was 11

barrier to using the constitution
lor constructive purposes not
an Instrument of government,
mind you, not the law of the land

but something to be USKO thy

2. The president had to attack
and destroy the supreme court,

Now there is no longer a system
of checks and balances.

that those fearful objectives may
actually have been accomplish-
ed - at least for some future ap-

Ample for Fliers

On Polar Jaunt
FAIRBANKS, Alaska (API

The captain and his crew flew to-

ward the North Pole in nothing
but their underwear, and were
cozy and comfortable, thank you.

It was a test of the newest
wrinkle In Arctic clothing for U.
S. army fliers at the experimen-
tal northern flying station here:
"electric underwear." In the pri-

vacy of a bomber, there was noth-

ing shocking about it.
Clad only in the new garments
except for head, hands and feet

- Major Dale V. Galfney, Ladd
field commander, and his crew
flew a big Boeing
bomber 1,500 miles through the
Arctic's sub-zer- air lanes with-
out a shiver or a short-circuit- . The
flight took' them close to 300
miles north of the Arctic circle,
to Point Barrow and Point Hope
on the circular flight. V. ' ' '.

The primary purpose of the
flight, at a aver-

age, was lo test the new "hot un-

dies." air corp officers said. The
airmen also carried

jumper garments for exter-
nal use In case of emergency.
They wore felt and leather
gloves, also wired.

The heat In the electric undies
Is provided by tiny coils inter
woven In the garments. The wear-
er plugs into the circuit beside
his seat, just as simple as plug-

ging In an electric bottle warmer
at home.

Recent test flights have been
at 7,000 to 10,000 feet elevation,
where the temperature normally
runs between 20 anil 30 below
zero. The officers did not report
the temperature in the bomber.
It. was 15 below at the air base.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 23.
lAi'l The war department, ex-

division of the labor department,
administrator of the Walsh-lleale-

public contracts law.
Representatives of the CIO

and the AFL both opposed the
application on the ground that
in) shortage of labor existed and
llierefore hours of work should
not lie lengthened. A hearing
was scheduled Jan. 27.
