Prior lo 11118 un agreement or
a promise made by the head of a

great government was consider-
ed wholly valid. There were
numerous Instances in history, of

course, of flagrant violations, but
international agreements were
considered generally good until
Hitler began breaking them.

He based his actions upon the
fact that it was necessary, by
any means whatsoever, to rid the
German people of the eaee

treaty that followed the first
world war. It was good reason-

ing up to a point. Actions for
that purpose alone were, twenty
years after, rather complacently
accepted. They were, you will
recall, given little attention
rather winked at. Tho general
feeling w as that I ho peace treaty
had been too severe on the Ger
man people. There was a sym-- ;

nalhv for their efforts to throw
off their shackles and become

again a strong power. Apparent-
ly normiil sympathy was consid-

ered weakness, from which mis-

conception arose the dream of
w or domination and sym-

pathy actually did result in
weakness. But Hitler went too
far he rode much too ruthless
ly. His policy is rule or ruin.
There can he no turning back so
long ;is his regime heads Hie Ger-
man state.

tempt to negotiate a peace with
the Hitler government would
mean an attempt ut coming to
terms- - or to an agreement. But
in the light of what has happen-e-

to such agreements during
the lust two years even the most
hopelessly iliseourageil Briton
must rcalie that there can lie
no peace short of victory lor one
side or the other. The Unlisli
know, and we know, that (or
them lo accept any peace short
of victory is to accept defeat.
