The house Judiciary commit-

Guard Bill Amended
The house accepted today a sen

ate amendment, providing that
the act shall expire Jan. 21, 1943,
to the bill authorizing the gover-
nor to create a state guard. The
amendment was requested by la
bor, which feared a governor
mlcht take office In two years
who would use the guard in labor
disputes. The bill now goes to the
governor.

The Joint ways and means com-

mittee accepted Governor
Sprague's recommendation that
the military department's budget
be amended so that the appropri-
ation could be used either for the
state guard or for the expansion
of the state police. The governor
said this would take care of
emergencies which would Justify
him In cither creating the state
guard or In expanding the police
force.

country in the world at the ex-

rence of the senate as required
by the constitution of the United
Slates; to authorize the under-
writing of the cost of maintain
ing the British empire around
the world at the expense of the
