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Gains Oyer Taker
Class Here Told

It Is a surprising thing that
Oregon streams and lakes con-

tinue to show an abundance of
fish life despite the terrific beat-

ing the fishing waters take each
season, Frank Wire, state game
supervisor, declared here last
night. Speaking before the regu-
lar Tuesday meeting of the Tour
ist Information school, sponsored
by the chamber of commerce and
state department of vocational
education, Mr. Wire said that tons
of fish are taken each year from
lakes and streams, yet the fish
life appears to be gaining.

Many people who complain
about fishing fail to realize that
it takes longer to grow a fish to
suitable size than it does for a a
deer to grow to a size where it
may be hunted, Mr. Wire said. A
deer may be legally killed after
it is two years old, but it takes
from three to four years for a
trout to attain 12 or 14 inches in
length.
Umpqua Problems Few

He particularly praised the
Umpqua river and its two main
tributaries as fishing streams,
stating that the game commis-
sion has fewer problems on the
stream than any others. Power
and irrigation dams, irrigation
ditches and mining, he said, have
proven very destructive to fish
life and create great problems on
many rivers.

He outlined briefly the types of
fishing and hunting provided in
Oregon ,and followed his talk
with two reels of motion pictures,
one dealing with the fishing and
scenic resources at Diamond lake,
the other with the game commis-
sion's project in developing the
sage grouse in eastern Oregon.

Last night's class at the tourist
Information school was the larg-
est to date and crowded the seat-
ing capaclty-a- t the chamber of
commerce office. The class mem-
bers also heard interesting talks
by Fred L. Perry, state policeman
in the game law enforcement de-

partment on rules and regula-
tions, and by Roy Foster, river
guide, on North Umpqua recrea-
tional resources.

AS this week ends another

high school class has com-

pleted its course of study and the
ninth grade students of the jun-
ior high school are graduated to
the senior high. It is a very im-

portant time for both the senior

high and junior high graduting
classes. The former, having com-

pleted the education available in
their home city, must either find

places in which to begin their
work in life or make plans to go
on to college. The junior gradu-
ating class begins next fall a
new and thrilling experience
high school the last step in
their local program of educa-

tion.
There will be some pessimis-

tic comment about the misfor-
tune of present day graduates
emerging into a world torn with
both war and economic strife. It
is not likely that anyone would
deliberately choose such a time
for graduation. But there is no

certainty that any choice one

might make, of a particular tlmq
In which to make a start in life,
would actually be any better.
The, cheerful philosopher de-

clares that it is the uncertainty
of life that makes it fun and
really worth living.

It happens that the writer of
these words can speak from his
own personal experience, hav-

ing graduated from high school
at about the same stage In world
war I that world war II is in
now. The United States had not

yet entered the war but did a
few months after graduation
time. Then came the war per-
iod, the armistice, the aftermath.
But, on the whole, the years
since average up reasonably well.
There have been ups and downs

a wild boom and the greatest
depression. If compared with

nearly any other period
in our nation's history it seems
there would be little choice. In
fact, the period of time since wc
entered the first world war has
been a most interesting one....

And so it will doubtless be with
the years that arc ahead for the
high school graduates in the
class of 1941. The war, however
frightful, cannot last forever.
There will be peace, a readjust-
ment, a long period of rebuilding
and likely as many opportunities
for young people as other eras
have offered. Those who gradu-
ate from high school this week
will be the young and vigorous
Americans of the next phase of
our development as a great coun-

try. They can, if they but ac-

cept the challenge, guide and
fhane the course of events. Out
of the chaos of the present will
enme the order of the future, for
lime runs on. The kind of order
wc will have will depend in
great measure upon these young
men and women. It seems as if
this is a most Interesting time in
which to enter the world of

dulls.
