Rubber Impending
WASHINGTON, June 20.

(AP) Government action prob-
ably will be taken within the
near future to force conservation
of rubber, defense officials said
today.

Concern over shipping difficul-

ties, uncertainties in the far
eastern situation, and Increased
domestic consumption have
prompted a decision to require
economizing on the use of rub-
ber, but officials at the office of
production management assert-
ed that there is no present short-
age.

Severe curtailment of the
manufacture of tires or other
rubber products is unlikely, they
asserted.

Since there is no Immediate-- ,
difficulty in filling defense needs
as in the case of aluminum, zinc
and other materials, officials
said that the conservation order
would take some form different
from that of previous priority re-

gulations which placed defense
uses ahead of civilian require-
ments.

Draft Amendment

Gets One Okay

WASHINGTON, June 18.
(API The house military com-- i

mittco has approved draft amend--

mcnts providing:
1. That all men who reach the

age of 28 by July 1 must be de--

ferred from military service.
2. That President Roosevelt

shall be empowered to order re-

sumption of production at any
strikebound defense plant and
to us the armed forces to protect
any employe voluntarily return-
ing to work.

The bill approved by the sen-
ate last week provided merely
for government seizure of
plants where mediation failed to
restore production and would per-
mit the president to defer men
over 28 from the draft.

The legislation thus took iLs

place on the house calendar, but
the bill probably will not bo up
for action until next week.' If
passed in its present form, It
faces possibly still further altera-
tion at the hands of a joint senate-

-house conference committee
which probably will have the
task of effecting a compromise.

Voicing doubt that national
guard troops would be retained
more than a year on active duty,
President Roosevelt said that the
matter was under study and that
Secretary Stlmson had told him
he would have a report on it
soon.

To a press conference question
whether the guardsmen might
be kept in service longer than a
year, he replied that he did not
think so.
