It is a human characteristic
to overestimate ourselves. It
is divine to be reasonable
about what we are expected
to perform. The foreman of
a great steel mill has an in-

teresting philosophy of his
work. He never asks a man
to hurry. It had been com-
mon for other foremen to
make life very unhappy by
making unreasonable de-

mands. He makes It the rule
of the shop to do his job with
dispatch and the men soon
learned the tempo of his
plan. If the management asks
for a certain casting in a rush,
he in turn asks them for the
date of promised delivery, the
bills of lading and the ship-
ping route. This is usually
more than they are able to
furnish. They have found
that it is not profitable to ask
him to hurry unless they are
ready to quicken their own
speed. God is like that. We
pray for the gift of disciple-ship- :

He makes us the ser-
vant in the house. We ask to
minister to a large congrega-
tion: He sends us to do depu-
tation work in the slum of
the city. We want an Import-
ant task. He gives us a minor
one.

Persons, Firms in

Latin America

WASHINGTON, July 18.
(AP)-T- he United States black-
listed 1.RD0 Hrsons and firms in
Latin America yesterday In an
effort to bolster national defense
and close export channels to
Germany and Italy.

The blacklist was promulgated
in accordance with a proclama-
tion of President Roosevelt.

On the last were individuals
and business establishments
which the proclamation said
were deemed to have been acting
"for the benefit of Germany or
Italy" or their nationals, or In
collaboration with them.
