He states that he will
not approve such funds being
distributed prorata among the
states.

This is a reasonable contention.
This appropriation should he no

pork barrel. Highways for de-

fense should be built where they
are needed for defense. Con-

gressmen, looking to elections
next year, all want a share for
their districts. They wrote that
thought into the bill. The result
Is the entire piece of legislation
Is dead.

Giving the congress the bene-
fit of the doubt, perhaps they (lid
not want the president to have
the entire say on the appropria-
tion. Perhaps they think his
power already too great.

As a compromise we suggest the
bill be repassed meeting the
president part way. Let congress
obtain from the army a list of
necessary defense routes. Let
them then write Into the defense
highways bill exactly where the
money is to be siM'nt. Let this
be done according to Hie army's
estimate of defense necessities.
Then we shall have a genuine de-
