Emphasis was placed on the
fact that some of the land may
remain without water for 20

years or more, the plan being to
bring under irrigation only small
parcels of land each year.

sessed for the first six years.
Thai's another falsehood, the
bureau said; payments on con-
struction costs may possibly be
deferred for a few years, but op.
oration and maintenance pay-
ments must bo paid as they ac-

crue and no water will be given
free.
