Patients Reduced

SALEM, Jan. 21. (AP) Since
America went to war, the popula-
tions of the state hospital and the
state penitentiary have decreased,
the board of control was advised
today.
.,Dr, J! C. Evans, state hospital

ntxutrlxtoKtkru..ieii SU (.;; J
thaK h had 2.63U patients, where-
as he had expected the popula-
tion to be more than 2.900.

"The population drop was caus-
ed' by a dearth ot commitments,"
he said, "and not by our curing
any more patients than usual
since the nation mobilized most
people are angry and are keep-
ing busy working, so that it
keeps them from becoming sub-

ject to severe mental strains',
j "But when people are thrown
out' of work when the war ends,
and they thus begin to pity them-
selves, then our population will
increase."

Dr. Evars said that insane hos-

pitals in England also reported
fewer patients after England went
to war.

The state prison population is
down to 979, about 50 less than
normal. The reason probably is
that criminals are finding defense
work more profitable than crime.

Dr. Evans told the board that
Oregon has a high percentage of
insane because the state has high
standards. Many patients consid-
ered insane in Oregon would not
be considered so in other states.

By the time they were picked
up they had. drifted 400 miles,
they said, "after being forced
down somewhere within 1,200
miles of Panama."

The men lost 12 to 18 pounds
each. Otherwise they seemed in
good health.

odds and ends of wiring and es-
tablished communication which
led to the rescue.

Two other crew members were
kept busy almost constantly bail-

ing to keep the plane afloat, and
two distilled water from the sea
so the men could drink. They had
three quarters of a pint of drink-
ing water a day. It was distilled
with a made over windshield
water pump,

The men calculated their posi-
tion by weather reports received
on their radio and by the time of
sunrise.

Highway Body Abandons
Tourist Revenue Hopes

mission that tourist Income would
approach the vanishing point.
The Sl,500,000 expected income
had been erased at budget-makin-

time, Clough told the radio
men.
