It won't , apply to labor
on the farm, to domestics (if
any) or to casual labor, but aside
from these exceptions every per-
son who receives more than 312
a week will have five per cent
of pay deducted on each payday
from now on possibly 10 per
cent in 1911. The internal rev-
enue bureau has compiled a list
of employers In the Pacific north-
west and has directed them to
make the five per cent deduction.
The task of making the collection
is laid in the lap of the employer;
he is responsible, and the inter-
nal revenue bureau will not look
to the worker but to the boss
who pays the wages.

In most of the war industries
of the northwest the employer
will have to Increase his staff of
bookkeepers: the sawmills, the
lumbermen, the aluminum plants,
aircraft factories, shipyards,
wholesalers and retailers, the ply-
wood plants, the milk industry,
the cheese factories, these and all
others have been advised to make
the 5 per cent deduction. A-
lthough agricultural labor is be-

ing paid in excess of $12 a week
farm workers have been allowed
an exemption from the
victory tax. Casual labor, drift-
ing from place to piace, would
be difficult to keep track of and
it also escapes the tax. The vic-

tory tax was adopted instead of
a sales tax because of supposed
opposition to the latter, but the
victory tax will, it is estimated,
take more from the wage earner
than a sales tax.
