WASHINGTON, D. C, Feb. 6.

It there are any spies or fifth co-
lumnists In the United States, and
presumably there are, not one
managed to smuggle out of the
confines of this country the fact
that President Roosevelt was on
his North Africa Journey and a
conference with Winston Chur
chill. Newspaper .editors were ad-

vised thaL the president was on
"another trip" by the office of
censorship and to print nothing.
But it is Impossible for the head
man of the United Stales to sneak
away on an undisclosed mission
without tongues in Washington,
D. C, wagging. High officials
have to be informed, and while
this information is given in con-

fidence, the news seeps out. It
was the biggest military secret of
the year, or since the war began;
but Tom, Dick and Harry knew
it. Broadway columnists said it
was well know n in the night clubs
ot New York; they printed hints
days before the story broke.

It was known that the president
and Churchill were in conference
and the whisper circulated that
Norlh Africa was the scene.
There was only one point in dispu-

te-some said that the presi-
dent had flown to Africa to the
meeting; others insisted that he
had gone on a warship with a
convoy through the submarine

still further restricted.

The commit-
tee has listed a number of new
deal employes of the administra-
tion and wants to know what is
lo be done with them. This has
stirred up the 'reds" and fellow- -

travelers to demand the liquida
tion of the committee in toto,
using the argument mat tne com-
mittee has outlived its usefulness
and should be quietly put asleep
in the interest of unity and har-

mony during the war.

Hoarding Clothes
Rumored that when clothing is

rationed an individual will be per-
mitted to buy $S0 worth in 12
months. From some source the
stores in the east have received
this information and are passing
it on to customers. The result is
that many persons, financially
able, are hoarding suits and
dresses; buying an extra over-
coat and preparing for the ration-
ing order to be announced. Shoe
rationing is, of course, something
else.
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
