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Critical Need of;
More Hay Told to

Oregon Farmers
Hay lias become one 6f Hie

most , critically needed crops In

Oregon this year; warranting ex-

tra effort to sec that every ton
Is harvested, that us Utile as pos-
sible is rain damaged and none
destroyed through carelessness,
declares J. Roland Parker, coun-

ty, agent.
The present general hay short-

age has resulted from a combina-
tion of circumstances including
a rapid Increase in hay consum-
ing animals, little Increase in hay
acreages, plus adverse weather
conditions last fall, last winter
and early this spring for produc-
tion of forage, said Mr. Parker.

The combined result is that for
the state as a whole carryover
hay supplies are down to about 5

per cent of annual needs, and in
most sections they are cleaned
out entirely.

The real danger lies In the fact
that weather often repeats. Ore-

gon' freoAienlly lias two or three
ilry years In succession, and three
or four mild or fairly hard win-

ters in a row, said Parker. An-

other long winter such as has
lust been experienced would llnd
MoCkmen with no hay carryover
lo cushion the shock.

Oregon' stockmen and dairymen
are thus faced with the lask of
balancing feed supplies with farm
animals cither by pulling up or
buying more hay, or reducing
livestock numbers. Naturally the
first move Is to try to got every
bit f hay possible.

Here are a few suggestions
made by County Agent Parker
for making sure that the max-

imum amount of livestock feed
is harvested in this country:

1. Get haying started early.
Don't let hay get over ripe he
fore cutting.

2. Handle hay more quickly.
Dry more in swath. Use buck
rakes and oilier labor saving ma-

chinery where ever iiosslblo.
3. Cut grass, cut hay sh ips

around vetch and grain fields,
and mixed velch and grain fields
for. hay where seed mixtures will
make sale of seed difficult and
unprofitable. Lodged grain and
weedy places in grain fields are
more profitable for hay than har-

vesting for grain.
4. Save legume straw who-

ever possible for wintering live-

stock,
5. Those wno have lo buy bay

should locale requirements early.
0. Provide late summer, fall

and winter pasture. Karly fall
scedlngs or domestic rye grass,
crimson clover, hairy velch, win-

ter barley, and winter rye will
make good winler pasture and
will help to conserve hay.
