Former Governor Davis
Of Kansas Passes

FORT SCOTT, Kas., June 28 -
'

(AP) Jonathan M. Davis, 72,
governor of Kansas from 1922 to J
1925 and one of only four demo-
crats ever to hold that office,
died yesterday.

He was arrested one hour be-
fore the expiration of his term,
on a charge of accepting a bribe
lor a pardon, but was aecjuitted
after a trial that aroused nation-
wide interest. His accuser was

HUNTINGTON BEACH, Calif.,
June 28 (AP) Four children
died today from injuries they re-

ceived when an army plane crash-
ed and exploded on the beach be-

fore the eyes of 20,000 bathers
yesterday.

Sixteen other persons sustain-
ed injuries and burns as the plane
rocketed down In a circular dive
from an altitude of 8,000 feet and
scattered wreckage and flaming
gasoline over a wide area.

The plane was in a formation
but burned so seriously they suc-

cumbed were Mary Silvn, 12, her
sister Frances, 4; Faith Barrcga,
8, and her sister, Rosalvo, 5.

The plane was in af ormation
that had been flying over the
beach picnic area. Flight officer
G. R. Fair was at the controls,
March field authorities disclosed.
As the ship burst into flames
more than a mile above the
crowd, Fair was forced to bail
out.

Three of the injured required
hospitalization. Mr. and Mrs. J.

Train Fire Looses

Munitions Blast
On Grand Junction

GRAND JUNCTION, Colo.,
June Residents of this
Inland city dug jagged shrapnel
from their yards and the walls
of buildings today as souvenirs
of a terrifying four-hou- r bom-
bardment from munitions set off
by a freight train fire.

At least four persons were in-

jured yesterday by particles of
highpowered shells, some of
which hurtled a mile from the
siding where the blazing cars
were isolated by trainmen.

Fire Chief Charles Downing's
right arm, torn by shell frag--

ments, was amputated. He was
given two blood transfusions. ;

A piece of the flying metal
struck Bob Walraven, railroad
workman, while he stood on a

freight caboose half a mile from
the tire. He suffered a possible
jaw fracture. Shrapnel also

Mrs. Virginia Buckley and
Henry Teho, a fireman.

Sharp reports awoke the com-

munity about 1:30 a. m.
Hundreds of townsmen, some

clad in pajamas, hurried down
Main street as close as they dar-
ed to the tracks on the city's
western outskirts. The ammunitio-

n-fed fire glowed brightly in
the Denver and Rio Grande West-
ern railroad yards. Shells burst
in increasing tempo, dying down
finally about 5 a. m.

Railroad men discovered the
fire in one of the cars soon after
the freight train pulled into
Grand Junction. They cut off the
two cars and shunted them into
a track about, a half mile west
of the depot, near a warehouse
and lumber yard district.

Although the nearby buildings
escaped lire damage, roofs and
wails were riddled.

Army ordnance officers and
railroad men began an investiga-
tion. One theory was that a hot
box on one of the cars stalled
the fire.

fice wishes to call attention to
the clue date of the auto use
stamp, according to n bulletin
from the Portland oftli-e- . The
law provides that all motor ve-
hicles of the kind chiefly used tor
highway transportation must
have this stamp afllxod to their
windshield, If such motor vehicle
Is used on the highway on or aft
or July 1. 191.1. The cost of tills
stamp Is $.") and can he purchased
at any post oflln. An person li-

able for this tax. who uses or
permits the use of such motor ve-
hicle hetore tax has been paid,
shall be guilty nf a misdemeanor
and upon conviction thereof shell
be fined not more than $2S oi
Imprisoned lor not more than 30
da t. or both.
