Approximately one-thir- d of the entire Pacific highway is in
Douglus county and within that stretch is to be found Some
'of the most crooked roads iri the country. We have been bot-

tled in, both north and south, by twisting harrow roads which
have retarded industrial transportation as well as diverting
tourist travel. '

Medford residents, for instance, at prewar speeds, can
travel farther over the Crater lake,
arid Willamette highways and save 30 minutes of time into
Eugene, as compared with the lapse of time over the Pacific
highway.

Reconstruction of the Pacific highway and the Columbia
river highway are two projects of the greatest importance to
the entire state of Oregon The Pacific Northwest in the
postwar era will very probaUly become the most active and
important section of the nation. Trade with the South Pa
cific, China and Russia undoubtedly will radiate principally
from the ports bf the Pacific northwest. The abundance of
hydroelectric power will moith increased industrialization.
Ample transportation routes are vital to industrial develop-
ment and the Pacific highway is beyond all question the most
vital route with the Columbia river highway a close second.

The commission's plan to provide $21,000,0()() for primary
highways aiid $6,850,000 for secondary roads, indicates it
recognizes not only the need to provide the materials to match
the anticipated industrial expansion, but is considering as
well the feeder roads through which the raw materials will
flow into the consuming and manufacturing centers.
