OLDIER wvote legislation now before congress provides an
excellent political football to be booted back and forth
between the political leadérs in the administration and con-
It is to be doubted if the goldiers are very much con-
erned with the matter of heing dble to vote at the forthcom-
ing elections, but, of course, are vitally interested in the
|p| ‘inciple involved. To deny the soldiers an opportunity to
vole would create much resentment, but, on the other hand,
had the issue never been rdised, it is doubtful if any appre-
cigble number of men in the armed services would have
given the idea any thought, Now, it having been developed
into & political wrangle, the men in tae armed services prob- |
ubly will wateh the outcome jealoualy.
i Unless the attitude of the men and women in uniform has
| ehanged decidedly in the last 25 years, the soldier vote will
be strictly adverse to the “ins” and very favorable to the
“outs,”

We can remember how, back in 1047 and 1918, the men
in uniform despised everything that savored of “brass-hat.’”
The attitude was that those in charge of domestic and high-
up alfairs in the government and military services were a
buneh' of nintompoops, who could be replaced with excellent
vesults by any fairly intelligent buck private from the rear
rank,

The American soldier today is far better informed on cur-
rent events thun were those in the last war, However, they
feem to have the same ability to complain, eriticize and
grouse, It may be safely presumed, we believe, that they
will hold the saume disvespect for those in political authority.

That may he one reason for the reluctince to place federal
ballots in the hands of the troops.
