WASHINGTON, Jan. 31 (AP)
Seventy-si- women nurses of

the army and navy apparently
are still prisoners of the Japa-
nese, captured when the Philip-
pines fell.

Army files show that 66 army
nurses are prisoners. Persons re-

cently returned to this country In
an exchange of internees say that
trn navy nurses, brought Into
Manila early in 1942 (possibly
taken at the time naval installa-
tions in the Manila area were
captured) also are held by the en
emy.

The army nurses are of the
valiant little band of women who
through the long, hot, despairing
days of the Bataan campaign
nursed more than 5,000 wounded
and sick. Then on April 7, 1942,
they were taken to temporary
sefcty at the fortress of Corregi-do- r

until that fortress was tak-
en by the enemy a month later.

Persons returning to this coun-

try since the loss of the Philip-
pines say that the army nurses
who fled to Corregidor were kept
in the tunnels of the fortress for
several months by the Japanese
to care for wounded prisoners.
They then were taken to Manila
and eventually sent to Santo s

University, in the city, used
by the Japanese as a civilian In-

ternee camp.
A total of 88 army nurses were

en Bataan and Corregiflbr as the
peninsular campaign began to
draw to a close. On June 1. 1942.
General MacArthur reported that
22 nurses had arrived in Austra-
lia and that "nearly all" of them
escaped only a few days before
the fall of Corcgidor.

Spain Denied U.S.
Oil in Effort To

Half Aid to Axis

WASHINGTON, Jan. 31.
(AP) The implication today of
the allied choking off of oil ship-
ments to Spain was that unless
General Franco stops helping the
axis, other drastic blows may fol-

low.
The action was announced by

the state department yesterday.
Cy hitting Spain's economic

system, the move apparently was
intended to force Franco out of
the paradoxical situation where
Spain has been a

gradually showing warm-nes- s

toward the allies as war pro
gressed In their favor, yet con
tinuing to aid the axis.

In the light of trends in Span
ish policy, the state department
said the United States has pro
hibited bpanlsh tankers from
loading oil for Spain pending a
reconsideration of trade and gen
eral relations between the two
countries.

It was learned unofficially that
the forceful step was taken with
full British agreement a week
ago and as yet, the Spanish gov
ernment has apparently made no
move to comply with the unful-
filled American and British re-

quests which prompted the" ac-
tion.

Meanwhile, Spain faces a dos-
si oie economic crisis of severe
proportions since she has been
receiving up to now only enough
un mi- oaresi essential needs.
Double Dealing Charged.

For some time, Franco has
been making gestures toward
Britain and the United States,
but the action and the list of five
American requests, termed "rea-
sonable and important" by the
slate department, indicated that
only a whole new Spanish policy
would be satisfactory.
