CHALLENGE to the residents of Douglas county s con-
contained in the economic survey relegsed Saturday by
the Bonneville Power Administration. The county, this
survey indicates, is assured a 30 per cent population growth
within the next few vears through trends already estab-
lished. "This trend, however, ean be doubled and an B0 per
cent increase in population secured if a successiul campaign
is waged to secure manufacturing industries 1o accompuany

the logging, sawmill and plywood operations alrendy ac-
tive or projected.

If we weore to make any criticism of the Bonneville find-|
ings it would be that the survey leans heavily to the conser-
vative side. We believe the predictions will be materially |

| excoeded, but we know, from conversations with those en-

gaged in conducting the survey, that every offort was made
to eliminate speculation and to confine the report to actu-|
ally established fuets end enginecring data, |
The veport, however, contains a elear warning, which |
in effect constitutes a challenge, that maximum population
ineronses are to be obtained only through a cooperative ef-|
fort-te heing about a diversity of manufacture, “A variety
