A voluntary federation of republics is thus created, which
opens the door for the absorption of the greater part of
Europe within the soviet union, without Great Britain or
the United States having a word to say about it.

In Germany, for instance, there is a strong communistic
element. When the nazi party is overthrown, as it must be as

In that case it would
be an easy step to federate with the soviet union.

France, weak, impoverished, suspicious of Great Britain,
needing h military alliance with a strong power, could pos-
sibly bo turned to affiliation with Russia rather than with
England. ...

That Stalin already Is counting Poland within the fold
is indicated by his refusal to deal with the Polish govern-
ment in exile in London. Instead he is conducting his nego-
tiations with the" Polish committee in Russia.

Inclusion of the Baltic states, Estonia, Latvia and Lithu-

ania, can be assumed as a foregone conclusion.
In the event the federation was made to include the coun-

tries already mentioned, it would be certain that numerous
other small countries would follow, setting up a compact
empire that would be a dominant power in world trade
and politics.

Nor would the sphere of influence necessarily be con-

fined to Europe, for China's communist population already
is sufficiently large to have maintained a form of civil war.
Post war developments could easily lead to China's affilia-
tion with the soviet league.

Russia's achievements on the battlefield have earned for
her a position as a military power. She could
easily become a dominating political power as well.

If such a state of affairs should result, Great Britain and
the 'United States probably would not have much oppor-
tunity to object or interfere. Wo already have guaran-
teed free elections in countries relieved of the axis yoke,
assuring them of the right to form the types of govern-
ment they' hicytt desire, Therefore, we could not consist-
ently object if they voted federation with the U. S. S. R.

We are not predicting Stalin will attempt to carry out the
plan of absorbing the European nations. Wo only mention
it as a possibility. Such a program would make our guar
