HE niormal man feels 8afe and secure in his own home, yet
I stutistics prove the average American home to be a very
|d:|ugr_'1'nu:_i place. A statement issued by the Oregon Safety
associntion in calling attention to Safety Week, heing ob-
served from March 19 to 26, points out that more than 450
{ Oregoniang were killed in home accidents during 1948 and
| that approximately 6,500 persons in the state suffered in-
[ Juries in accidents which occurved in  their places of
| residence,

It is seldom that you pick up your newspaper without
veading of children being burned to death in fires which
destroyed their homes, or of peaple fulling down staivs, trip-
| ping over toys or rugs and breaking bones, or otherwise suf-
fering death or disabling injurics while occupying the place
we normally assume to be the safest we can find. Yet, as
is pointed out in the safety agsociation's bulletin, “More
peaple are killed in their homes, killed by aceident during
the normal course of their home lile, than are accidentally
kalled in any other way. Home is more dungerous than
streets filled with hundred horse-power vehicles, Home is
more dangerous than employment in industrial plants,”

This year safely organizations throughout the state are
campaigning to reduee the number of accidents. They urge
that stairways be well lighted and kept free of articles
which might presult in stumbling. They yrge that toys nnd
other loose household items be kept in their proper places
and not lelt as obstructions,  Rugs should he anchored with
non-skid pads.
