U. S. Diplomatic
Link With Italy

Changed by F. D. R.

WASHINGTON", April 4 (AP)
President Roosevelt today

broadened American diplomatic
representation In Italy but the
White House explained quickly
that the action Involved "no de-

parture whatever from the exist-

ing' system of allied control in
Italy."

Alexander C. Kirk, American
minister to Egypt, was named as
the American member on the ad-

visory council for Italy, and was
given the personal- rank of am-
bassador.

He will succeed Robert D. Mur-

phy as the U. S. representative
on the council, and the White
House said Murphy, also retain-
ing the personal rank of ambas-

sador, would devote all his time
fo his position as political advis-
or on the staff of the allied comma-

nder-in-chief for the Mediter-
ranean theatre.

The action was observed with
interest by diplomats here in
view of the recent soviet govern-
ment decision to extend directly
to Marshal Badoglio's Italy gov-
ernment a kind of diplomatic rec-

ognition which Great Britain and
the United States have refrained
from giving. There had been
speculation that the U. S. and
Britain might follow Russia's
lead, but officials in Washington

The room in Junior high school
which has been used previously
for first aid classes has been
made available again, according
to Mrs. Baker. Classes will be-

gin at 7:30 p. m. and will continue
all week. Thosii desiring further
Information may call Mrs. Baker,
Mrs. Tom Parkinson or Mrs. Roy
Young. Mrs. Young and Mrs.
Parkinson have been appointed by
Mrs. Baker to register those who
will take the courses. It is advis-
able to do this before Mr. Culbert-
son arrives to save time, Mrs.
Baker states.

"It has been several years since
Roseburg has been privileged to
have an instructor from district
headquarters and since these are
the only dates available it is urg-
ent that the work be taken at this
time," gays Mrs. Baker.

"Men from logging camps or
other industries are especially
urged to attend. It is understood
that a number from Sutherlln
have already indicated their de-

sire to attend, and several of the
mills in Roseburg are sending
men. Nearly all of those holding
current instructors cards have in-

dicated that they will register."

Russia's Aims Not Clear

The Italian political situation
took on fresh complications early
last month when the Badoglio
government at Naples announced
that diplomatic representatives
would be exchanged with Mos-

cow.
The objective sought by the

Russians has not been fully ex-

plained. One theory was that the
Russians wanted airbascs on the
Italian coast to permit shuttle
flying of supplies into Yugoslavia
and had been unable to obtain ac-

tion from the allied command, so
that they sought it directly from
Badoglio. Another was that the
Russians sought closer political
connection with the Badoglio
government In order to temper
internal political disturbances in
Italy which might hinder the war
effort. .

Last week Izvestia, Russian
government newspaper, said Brit-
ain and the United States should
not take alarm at the dispatch
of a Russian representative to
Naples and declared that the sov-vie- t

government was willing tq
have changes 1n the 'Badoglio
government, including the abdi-
cation of King Vittorio Emanu-ele- ,

without delay.

WASHINGTON, D. C, April 1

There is a period of quiet here
now. The congress is in recess
until April 12th. Since the 12th is

mid week, il is doubtful that any-

thing of importance will be tak-

en up until the beginning of Ihe
week following the 17th. To fill
li, the opening inactive period
several minor
bills will be brought up and acted
upon immediately afier the re-

cess. Two forestry bills, long ago
reported out unanimously by the
committee and recently reported
to the floor by the rules commit-
tee, will undoubtedly be passed
:ii that time. One of the bills is an
authorization for additional fed

oilier bill authorizes appropria-
tion for continuation of Ihe for-
est survey. Neither bill involves
anylhing new but both hills arc
important especially to western
forest areas.

Of greatest concern at the mo-

ment seems to lie the considera-
tion of Hie veterans' aid hill
variously called the "Gl Bill of
Rights" and the "Veteran Omni-
bus Bill".
