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SELECTIVE SERVICE SCANDAL
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' By Charles V. Stanton
HE eapricious decisions of the War Manpower commis-
sion, with relation to selective service, are little short of

seandalous. The policy, if such it can be called, fluetuating
with every vagrant political wind is a factor disruptive to
hoth the war effort and civilian pursuits, keeping thousands
upon thousands of young men in an uncertain frame of
mind and unable to produce efficiently in any capacity, The
commission’s lack of a stable palicy hag worked unteld hard-
ships, has imposed unnecessary financial losses upon great
numbers of people and has been a disgraceful showing of
poor management.

At one moment the War Manpower commission orders the
induction of every man below the age of 38 vears who is not
engaged in essential industry. The next moment it decides
to draft only men under 26 years of age. Announcement is
made that there will be no deferments of any 'men, and the
next statement lists all kinds of deferrable categories.

If the situation continues much longer, the federal gov-
ernment will be required to provide insane asviums for ihe
men it is rapidly driving crazy, Certainly, il any woman
changed her mind as often as the War Manpower commis-
sion changes its decisions, relative o gelective gervice, she
would be carted off immediately to the nearest sanitarium.

Selective gervice boards had given final induction notices
Lo hundreds of young men, who were scheduled to don the
uniform of the military services this week. Some of these
men had sold their businesses, quit their jobs and had cut
themselves off Trom civilian pursuits. Then comes the or-
der to release those over 26 years of age. Countless num-
bers are now steanded without businesses and without jobs,
forced to' make new starts in some other line of activity.
Many will suffer considerable Tinaneial logs,

Few young men are unwilling to serve their country. A
man with a business and a Tamily or an essential job, either
in the war effort or in civilian activities, is not to be criticiz-
