leaving the Roseburg schools after 20 years of service, The
two resignations are not related, as Mr. Beard has long been
debating acceptance of the opportunity offered him to join
the staff at Linfield college—a chanee for advancement too
important to be rejected, as much as he regrets departure
from the Roseburg school system,
We know Principal Beard is truly reluctant to leave the
position he has held for more than 14 years. We know this

the sincerity of his effort to muintsin an efficient school.
No man can s0 earnestly and successfully strive to achieve
an objective without suffering heartbreak when he must
leave the task in which his love has centered.

The greatest sorrow lies ahead, however, when he must
separate from the boys and girls in whose behalf he has
labored so diligently. Clyde Beard has been more than a
school principal. He is "Pop"” Beard to the students of the
Roseburg high school and the nickname had been applied
through sincerity, which makes it particularly appropriate.
He has been counsellor, father confessor, guide and friend,
voluntarily assuming an obligation far beyond the call of
duty.

A man whose christinnity is professed not only in faith
hut in deed, he has given to the operation of the Roseburg
high school o personal example of spiritual leadership which
his had & marked influence upon those who have passed
through the portals of that institution.
