U. S. Public Health service. He
has Introduced the microfilm
floriscopic' method of ex
amination for industrial workers
in the Portland area and is fur-

nishing examinations to every
shipyard workers In that area.

CLEAN FEED TROUGHS
When we say clean feed

troughs, we mean two things.
One is to keep the dirt and litter
out of the feed, and the other
is to see that birds clean up all
feed in troughs at least once
every day, after they are well
started.

Feed is scarce, and should not
be wasted. Dirty feed encour-
ages waste. It looks like very
few people realize how long a
little chick or poult's neck and
legs are. So troughs re kept
flat on the floor, "so the chicks
can reach the feed." Result; lit-
ter and dirt mixed in the feed.
The same should be said about
water fountains.

After the first four or five
days, raise all feed and water
containers up on two inch
blocks, or better yet, on screen
or lath platforms. Also, have
plenty of containers, and a few
to spare. A timid poult or chick
will not elbow its way Into a
mob to cat, and as a conse-
quence, they either starve or be-
come runts.

Oregon Man Confesses

Slaying of 39 Years Ago
ST. HELENS, Ore., May 6- -

(AP) A man walked
into the sheriff's office here to
confess to the slay-
ing of a crippled school teacher
who punished his son, Sheriff M.
R. Calhoun said today.

The teacher, Walter O. Smith.
28, was slain with a mattock in
Houlrit, W. Va., on November
16, 1!)05.

A. J. Prltchard, a farm labor-
er of this area since 1908, appear-
ed at the sheriff's office, Calhoun
said, and said that he wanted to
clear up a fact that had preyed
on his mind for 39 years.

Calhoun quoted Prltchard as
saying he had changed his name
from Benjamin Franklin Maylc
against whom a murder charge
was filed in West Virginia in
1905. The teacher was killed in
self defense during an alterca-tlon- ,

the sheriff was told.
West Virginia authorities have

verified the slaying, the sheriff
said, l'rilchard has not been tak-
en into custody.

A lot of you folks wonder

why and how the price of food
keeps rising when there is a ceil-
ing price in effect. And why it
should go up when egg prices go
down.

There is no direct connection
between feed prices and prices
of eggs, turkeys and butter. But
wheti the law of supply and de-

mand is allowed to operate there
ts a general relation.

The celling is not placed on
the price of feed, as so many
neon e IxMieve. but on the van
ous ingredients of feed, and ON
THE MARGIN OF PROFIT a-
llowed feed manufacturers.
Therefore no feed man is pro
fiteering, even though he might
be tempted to get his share of
the gravey, like a lot ot other
concerns are doing. On the con
trary, the Douelas Hour Mill,
and many other feed mills are
actually selling mixed feeds at
less than prices allowed by UFA.

Here ts why feeds have gone
ut the last year; since Jan. 1,
11M3 oats have gone up $17.50
per ton, oariey u.wi, wneai
$13.00, corn S8.50, soybean meal
$12.30, and other Ingredients in
proportion. Other costs have also
risen, but OPA has not yet in-

creased the margin allowed us.
Nor will we complain, since we
are still under this margin.

With the exception of medi-
cated feeds, we nave only one
mixed (red that Is selling over
$4.00 per hundred, and that is
Umpqua Turkey Starter, which
is $1.15 in mash, and $4.23 in
compressed.

We have a telegram promis-

ing a car of wheat early next
week. That will help offset the
bad news about corn. As near
as we can tell, corn will have to
grow before any more will be
available for the Pacific Coast.

What we have will be used
in mashes and scratch until it
is gone. We wish we had more,
but when livestock and poultry
has to get along without corn,
they will continue to do well.

The poultry department at
Corvallis has run experiments
lasting three years on cornless
diets for chickens, and note no
significant difference in per-
formance, compared with ordin-
ary rations using corn. In many
parts of the country wheat, oats,
barley, kafir and other grains
are used in the production of
livestock and poultvy to the ex
clusion of corn, and very good
results obtained. Many human
