Jhe nation's responsibility to the returning soldier does
not end with payment of a bonus and provision for a job,

Major General G. B. Chisholm, director general of Can-

ada's rtiedical services, told the Ariierican Psychiatric asso
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ciation at a theetihg in Philadelphia this week. The General's
theory, we believe, is deserving of most serious thought and
studied action, but will require reversal from many current
trends,

, "For some years," the General said, "the soldier will have
been accustomed to regarding himself as Important, as a
great asset tb his country and highly yalued by his associ-

ates. This was hot true of a very large number of young
men immediately preceding this war,

"The most damaging thing tliat cduld hilplien id the
returned soldier and to the community would be for him to
find himself hot wanted and not regarded as a valuable
asset lo his community.

"Tb give hlhi money or even to provide him with a stop-

gap Job will fall far short of these requirements. In order
for hlhi to become a useful citizen it is very necessary that
his own Individual value to the community should obviously
remain very high, this will require very careful planning
and serious Implementation."
The General warned that if these demands are not met

the soldiers will Withdraw into groups and feel themselves in

differentials at other, markets.
WFA emphasizes to producers

that the support program applies
6nly to these weights and to gdod
to choice butcher hogs not to
lower grades. Many hogs that
have been coming to market at
the pound weights are
unfinished and of too low grade
to come under the support pro-

gram.
While extension of the price

support to lighter weight hogs
will benefit all markets, it will
be particularly welcome news in
many western areas where It is
normal practice to market at the
lighter weights. Hog producers
can give considerable relief to
the tight Joed situation by finish-

ing their hogs at lighter weights
and marketing them when fin
ished. The support on lighter
hogs will aid producers in coop-

erating with WFA's request that
hogs be marketed at weights be
low 240 pounds.

Stimson said, in summarizing
tho situation, that "we do not
wish to make claims in advance"
oi attainments but added that the
"tangible" results of the cam-

paign to date do not need adver-
tising. '

Discussing the general fighting
in the southeast Asia theater
Stimson commented that there is
"now at least the possiblity" ot
linking the Burma and Ledo
roads together to open a new avr
cnue of supply and military aid
to China.1 ...
