It is
manned lat the mill) by three
men, two ot whom operate the

of cut. All of the equipment, in-

cluding the framing and founda
tion of the sawing unit itself, Is
of exceedingly heavy construc-
tion, to withstand the tremendous

The head sawyer stands in a
"cage" Immediately ahead of the
saw and controls tho whole pro-
cess of sawing.
