SAVING OUR RESOURCES

" By Charles V. Stantor

LAMATH COUNTY is warned in an cconomic survey by

the Bonneville Power administeation that if existing
trends are permitted to continue it will suffer a population
decline amounting to 20 per cent by 1950. On the other
hand, the county has an oppertunity, by development of po-
tential resources, to bring about a 15 per cent population
increase by 1950.

Knowing the aggressive spirit of the business, civie and
agricultural leaders of Klamath county, we are confident
there will be no deerease in population in that highly-favored
goction of Oregon,

There are, however, some factors in the Klamath county
report to which residents of Douglas county should give
careful attention.

“Lumber production mny declic » from o peak of 8509
million feet in 1941 to about 300 milllon feet in 1950," the
Bonneville engineers report In their survey,  “Unless local
sawmills remanufacture the lumber into furniture, toys,
speclplties, and sash and door, and other new Lodustvies
are attr I, population will decline.  Also employment in
service bidustrles will decline as fewer doctors, lawyvers,
butchers and grocers will be needed fo serve thesmaller
population.

The Klamath county veport is in striking contrast to a
similar survey made in Douglas county. The Bonneville en-
gineers found that trends in existence in 1943 would boost
Douglas county population from 25,728 in 1940 to 32,958,
nssuming no effort was made on the part of the community
to capitalize on ils opportunities. Douglas county, how-
ever, the report points out, has potential resources to bring
about an increase of population to 47,673 by 1960, providing
efforts are made to promote full use of availuble resources.

In other words, Douglas county will enjoy u substantial
| growth without our turning a hand to help. But if, as a
community, we will take off our coats and go to work, we can |
double our population in the next five or six years,

Our postwar future is much brighter than that of Klamath
