MAKING GOOD CITIZENS

. By Charles Y. Stantox

OVERNOR EARL SNELL is studying u proposal for an

intermediarvy pensl institution for teenmge first offen-
ders.  This proposal is not new. It has been offered on
numerous occasions as a partial solution to our problem of
Juvenile delinguency.  Adoption of the plun, however, has, in
our opinion, been too long delayed.

Just because n boy or a girl steps of 1 on the wrong foot
is no resson why he or she should wear the eviminal brand
forever.  Yet that frequently happens under our pregent
system,

We all know that environment is one of the principal lac-
tors in a child's life. Thrown with bad companions, o
child is easily led astray. Butl given the proper home life and
parental training, plus the right kind of companionship,
almost any boy or givl will grow into a good eitizen,

When, under existing conditions, it becomes necessary for
socioly to provide correetion for a wayward voungster, he is
pliceed in an “industrial” school, more generally known as a
“reform” school,  Just how the institution could apply the
title “reform" is more than we ean understand.

The offender is thrown in contact with the very worst of
juvenile incorrvigibles, learns new methods of erime and
evagion of law, develops a hatred for authority, and is turned
loose with far greater potential criminal abilities than be-
fore his incarceration.

Naturally, this is not true in every case, but is, we be-
lieve, the rule rather than the exception.

There are some reformations.
with suffieient mental capacity and will power to absorb
corrective leaching.

Juvenile delinquency, in most cases, Is a slgn of sub-normal
mentality or an abnormal inferiority complex. !
We recall a youth in one of our pre-war CCC camps, He |
was very small for his age.  He had heen in a great deal of
trouble with the law in the Jarge city in which he had made
his home. He was allergic to camp authority and was one|
o the most difficult boys of the company in the matter nl'[
digeipline.  Dut he loved machineryv. The foreman con-
coived the plan of permitting the youngsier to operate the
bulldozer, o job requiring a great deal of energy and skill.
Immediately the lad was a changed character,  He insisted
on working two shifts, because he wanted no one other than |
himself to touch his beloved machine.  As he pushed hoge
boulders, tore down trees and seraped great gashes in the |
hillaldes Tor roadways, he was filled with a sense of power |
and responsibility.  From an incorrigible he became one
of the best behaved and most responsible boys in camp. |
We imagine he is in the armed forees somewhere today and |
we are convineed that he is a veal soldier. |
