Six regular carriers left Holiday for a boys' camp, as an
example of what we mean. All had provided substitutes
for their routes, but one of the substitutes failed to show up.
Another carrier, out of town for the weekend, failed to re-

turn in time to take out his papers. Three boys went out
into the bean fields and were late in getting back to town.
One boy was out on his newly assigned route for the first
time. Thus 11 of the 19 routes were affected.

One of the regular, experienced carriers, doubled up and
served two routes. Mr. French himself put in a couple of
hours peddling one of the delivery sectors. Shirley Carter,
classified ad department clerk, helped a green substitute
become acquainted with deliveries in the business district.
Mr. Knapp was "frozen" on a desk job, consoling subscrib-
ers who called in because their papers were late.

A combination of Scout camps, church camps, swim-

behind the usual delivery time. The same readers who are
wont to say "You never have anything interesting in your
paper,"' wail like banshees if delivery is late or missed. In
spite of regrets caused by any incident of poor service, it is

gratifying to know that subscribers are so dependent upon
the newspaper that they are perturbed by any irregularity
in delivery service.

It is a mighty complicated chore lo deliver newspapers
to approximately 2,000 addresses, in and adjoining the city
of Koseburg; keeping track of starts and stops, changes in

address, and finding houses off the beaten path. The young-
sters who perform that task, day in and day out, rain or
iliine, form a mighty loyal crew.

It is the desire of Mr. Knapp to see that every subscriber
receives his paper regularly and on time. Hut it is tuile
evident, that with the carrier service subject to sudden and
unexpected changes, some errors will be made.

Subscribers can help by promptly notifying the office of
any irregularities in service. A special carrier is at the
News-Kevie- office between 6 and 7 p. m. to serve customers
who fail lo receive their papers. As no carrier service is

available after 7 p. m., calls should be placed during the
hour.

OTTAWA, Aug. 2 (AP) The
Canadian and U. S. Governments
were attempting to work out ar
rangements for the salvage of
equipment used by American en
gineers In the construction ol the
Alaska highway.

Reports that valuable equip
ment used on the highway was
being destroyed prompted a de
mand in the Canadian house of
commons for a government inves-

tigation, which disclosed that U.
S. army engineers were closing
about 150 construction camps
along the highway and that they
had specific instructions from the
U. S. government to salvage any
usable material.

Prime Minister King has told
commons, however, that such
things as blankets and perishable
foodstuffs W2re being destroyed.

King said lt might be possible
to reach an agreement under
which the Canadian government
would sell the equipment and
turn the proceeds of the sales
over to the United States after de
ducting expenses incurred. Under
the law the equipment could not
be sold in Canada by the U. S.

government until customs duties
have been paid.

Some bulldozers and other
equipment already have been
made available to the Canadian
government, King said.

The prime minister also told
commons that an investigation
disclosed there was no evidence
to support reports that the U. S.
Federal Bureau of Investigation
planned to take action against
Canadians in the Peace river dis-

trict who allegedly had gone to
equipment dumps at a camp
there and removed some materi-
als. He said the FBI would have
no authority to take such action
against the Canadian people.

King asserted there was bound
to be surplus material left at out-

posts when a project such as the
Alaska highway was undertaken.
The cost of getting the equipment
to the outposts was high, he said,
because much of the transporta-
tion had been done by plane.
