We are fully aware that the News-Review is not as good
« newspaper as we could publish under more favorable
conditions. We have been forced by cireumstances to im-
pose restrictions which are not to our liking. Some day—
s00n we hope—we can put into offect some of the many im-
provements we have in mind. Perbaps this year of 1945
may be the year when this desire ean be realized, at least
in part.

During much of 1944 the News-Heview was plagued
with manpower shortages. Skilled labor was moxt difficult
to obtain and, throughout the entire year, we were almost
continuously struggling with vacuncies in one or more de-
partments, But this situation has greatly improved. We

are now fully staffed in our mechanical and business de- |
]

partments. Our news staff is still below our needs, but any
additions must be from frained and experienced personnel.

Our greatest problem today lies in newsprint shortages.
Because we are limited as to the amount of paper we may

use, we must carefully ration ourselves on this commodity. |

That is why, occasionally, we place such skimpy papers in
the hands of our readers.  Our eirculation has grown
fort to add subseribers. No allowance is made in paper
guotna for increased business.
