Shlblous assault at Salerno, Italy,
1943. When the boat

officer of his craft was seriously
woundod during an extremely

run to the beach In theEerilous intense enemy artillery
fire, Whitehead unhesitatingly as-
sumed the responsible duties and,
with complete disregard for his
own personal safety, skillfully
piloted the boat to the assigned
landing point and effected the
successful, expeditious unloading
of the vital cargo. His essential
task completed, he later volun-
teered to serve as coxswain of a
tank landing craft which had lost
many of its crew. Whitehead's in-

spiring initiative and valiant de-

votion to duty throughout these
hazardous operations contributed
materially to the success of the
assault and were in keeping with
the highest traditions of the Unit-
ed States naval service."
