Safety Division

Official Speaks at
Lions Club Meet

Charles F. Bollinger, assistant
director' of the accident preven
Uon division of the industrial ac
cident commission from bulem,
was guest speaker at the Lions
club dinner meeting at the Rain-
bow last night. Mr. Bollineer, us
ln as his theme: "Safety Al
ways fays, Always ,, pointed out
that six people in the United
Stales were killed every thirty
minutes in industrial accidents
and nine million were injured
during the course of the year.
"Because of accidents " Mr. Boll-
inger stated, "the loss of time in-
volved represents an eight-da-

stoppage of all industry in the
United States".

"Last year Oregon had the 13th
highest record) pf accidents in the
U. S. One thou find accidents and
from two to three deaths were
reported every week." .

Bollinger explained that ..'the
industrial accident commission
charged from 5c to S27.50 per $100
of payroll to carry tho insurance
risk, the rates varving according
to Sil different classes of indus-
tries and the record of accidents
for each employing unit, and that
the cost of operating- the com-
mission represented only about
5 per cent of Ihe income derived
from charges made.
Claims Record Cited

Last year 60,400 industrial ac-

cident claims were presented to
the commission and only 110 of
them wen" contested in the
courts. Eighty Individuals were
rehabilitated, last year, with the
assistance of the commission and
13 of these individuals now earn
more compensation than they
did before they wore injured. In
addition to a rehabilitation pro-
gram, the commission maintains
a physiotherapy department in
Portland where difficult and slow
healing cases are given special
treatment.
